3 HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

Highly flammable. May cause sensitisation by skin contact. Irritating to eyes, respiratory system and skin.

4 FIRST-AID MEASURES

GENERAL INFORMATION

EXTINGUISHING MEDIA
